Code Office at 10 a.m., on Tuesday, Sept. 18, 2007, in the HUB, 360 Martin Luther King Drive. 
 
“The primary complaint about the Construction Code Office is that it is inaccessible to the general 
public,” said Mayor Healy.  “This new office offers a remedy to that problem.  There is ample parking 
and it is easy to locate.  With this new location, we are bringing service to the people.” 
 
The site will 
accept applications for building permits, Certificates of Occupancy and Continued Certificates of 
Occupancy.  Additionally, individuals will be able to request inspections and there will be a 
representative from the Passaic Valley Sewage Commission for sewer connections on Tuesdays and 
Thursdays after 12 PM.

Upon completion, applicants 
may be able to pick-up permits at the new location.
